CHOOSING YOUR COURSES FOR GRADE 12
TIMETABLE SELECTION SHEETS ARE DUE 

by April 16, 2010

Dear Students and Parents:

· We are taking a new approach to course selection for the 2010-2011 school year. A master timetable is attached that students will use to select courses and alternates. Please refer to the Course Calendar for 2010-11 for information about course prerequisites and planning for post-secondary destinations. A limited number of print copies of the Course Calendar are available, and the entire document is posted on our school website at www.sjchs.ca – Calendar.
· In Grade 12 the names of the course types are called University Preparation, University/College Preparation, College Preparation, and Workplace Preparation. Many elective courses continue at the Open level. The program flow charts begin on page 65.
· Please refer to pages 21 to 28 for helpful information about how to prepare for college and university programs, and pages 63-64 for information on how to begin an apprenticeship. Also, our “Health and Wellness” Major is outlined on pages 29-30.

· The College and University application process begins in November of the Grade 12 year. The courses chosen in Grade 12 will determine which programs a student may apply to next fall.
*Grade 12 students will select 6- 8 courses to continue their full-time student status, based on the number of credits they still need to achieve in order to graduate. Resource periods or supervised studies will be scheduled where recommended. You may wish to schedule a Study period if you are eligible.*
Choosing Your Compulsory Courses

1 English is compulsory in Grade 12. Choose the appropriate course based on the course type taken in Grade 11. Read the comments on your Semester 1 report card to see if a recommendation was included in the comment, or ask your current English teacher for a recommendation for the level you should choose for Grade 12. Do the same if you are selecting Grade 12 Math and Science courses. Your Student Success Teacher (e.g. Mr. Retty) can help as well. 

2 If you were unsuccessful in a Grade 11 compulsory course in Semester 1, and are not re-taking it in Semester 2, you must make a Guidance Appointment regarding your selections and Summer School.

3 Grade 12 Religion is mandatory and is available at either the Open or University/College Preparation level.
Choosing Your Elective Courses

1 You will also choose electives from the Course Offerings for 2010-11 in your Course Calendar. The attached master timetable includes all courses offered next year.

2 Please read the course descriptions carefully for each of your choices. A few courses have a small fee, or require you to provide specific equipment.

3 If you wish to take a course that is only available in an online format, meet with a Guidance Counsellor to determine where to schedule this course. Online courses require strong independent work habits and time management. If a sufficient number of students select an online course, we may be able to offer it in a classroom format. (Note: MCT4C – Math for College Technology has been placed in Semester 1, Period 4)  For a complete list of online course offerings, visit www.ocec.ca. 
Grade 12 students may choose from a variety of courses from Grade 10, 11 and 12. Grade 10 offerings are on the back of the Timetable Selection Sheet.

All possible courses are included in the calendar, however some courses do not run every year. Courses included on the master timetable will run next year, subject to sufficient enrolment. 

COOP is available for students entering Grade 12. Coop takes up both Period 4 & 5 in Semester 1 or Semester 2 for a 2 credit package, or an entire semester for a 4 credit package.

Students continuing in the Extended French program will choose FEF4U as an elective.
Alternate Courses

4 Use the Second Timetable Option column to choose any alternates that you will agree to take if your first choice of courses do not run. These courses may appear on your timetable when you receive it.

Signature and Date

5 If a parent/guardian’s signature does not appear on the bottom of the sheet, it will be returned to the student. The date will be recorded on the sheet when received in Student Services and it will be placed in order of submission.
