Choosing Your Compulsory Courses

· English, Math, Science, Canadian History, and Civics/Careers are compulsory in Grade 10, and Religion is Mandatory. 
· Please ask your English, Math and Science teachers for a recommendation for the level you should choose for Grade 10. If you are taking some of these courses right now, your teacher can still make an early recommendation. If you have a Student Success Teacher assigned to you (e.g. Mrs. Sigouin), this teacher can help as well.
· Read the comments on your Semester 1 report card to see if a recommendation was included in the comment.

· If you were unsuccessful in a Grade 9 compulsory course in Semester 1, and are not re-taking it in Semester 2, you must make a Guidance Appointment regarding your selections and Summer School.
Choosing Your Elective Courses

· You will choose 2 electives from the Course Offerings for 2010-11 in your Course Calendar. The charts on pages 32-33 summarize all courses offered next year.
· Please read the course descriptions carefully for each of your choices. With the exception of most Open courses, Grade 10 courses have pre-requisites named in the description. A few courses have a small fee, or require you to provide specific equipment.
· If you are continuing in French Studies, choose CHC2DF (Histoire) for your compulsory Canadian History, and FEF2D (French) as one of your electives.
